· The motion was as follows: 

That Faculty Council approve the requirement for Arts and Science students to declare a major prior to having access to register in most senior Arts and Science courses effective fall 2025. 


· All students in Arts and Science will be required to declare a major by the end of the first year before registering for senior-level courses (200-level or higher).

· The President reported that the Vice-Dean of Academic Affairs has proposed that the College make a committee of students representing each Arts and Science department to liaise with the Dean’s Executive Committee to address issues facing students. 
· All five members of the ASSU Executive Committee will be on this committee as full voting members.
